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Key Policies

1. Withdrawal from the European Union.

 
Outside of the EU customs union, we could also benefit from importing food on our own terms, saving the average family of four some £1,500 a year.

Even if the EU insisted that we pay the usual customs duties, were subject to the normal quotas imposed on ex-EU trade, the UK would benefit by 2.5% of GDP.


2. Strict immigration and asylum controls.

Our policy to withdraw from the EU means that we have the right to choose who enters our country.

We will introduce Border Police and provide more robust protection to UK borders. This will be supplemented by an electronic register of all individuals crossing borders. This system will enable us to monitor who has entered Britain and why, and allow us to take action when visas have expired.

Our Border Police will work closely with Immigration officials. In 2004 12 million non-EU nationals arrived in the UK. No-one knows how many left, as we have no embarkation controls.


3. Restore law and order.


We will build the prisons Labour should have commissioned a decade ago, and introduce credible minimum sentences to key offences where sentencing has been abhorrently lenient.

Due to our commitment to withdraw from the EU, we can successfully scrap the farcical Human Rights Act introduced by Labour and imposed on Britain by the European Union.

David Cameron's empty promises to address this problem should he gain power are preposterous, as whilst a member of the EU no-one has the authority to do this and Cameron is an avowed Europhile.
